MAHA MONTHLY MEETING
January 2, 2007
Attending:  Cindy Myhre, Peter Longchamp, Mike Vincent, Shelly Becker, Heather Ryan, Deb Devaney and Bob Wells.

Minutes for the December meeting were approved with few changes.  Vote was unanimous.

Directors Report:

Heather Ryan talked about the trophies and awards for the Skip Brush Tournament.  More discussions to follow with Peter Longchamp and Heather.

Heather also asked about the financial support from FOH which she has yet to see.  Cindy Myhre asked for it to be brought up at the next FOH meeting.  Also note to ask for the money that FOH said they would give for support of the jerseys (half of the money in excess of the anticipated amount made during the Skate-a-thon last year).

Heather Ryan also gave out the Pizza order kits.  Order kits will be given to all the coordinators for the various teams.  Kits due back to Heather by January 12th with pizzas delivered on the 25th.  Due to the number of fundraising kits that were going home to the kids from school in the fall it was decided at previous meetings that the fundraising will take place in January of each year attempting to coincide with Super Bowl.
Mike Vincent stated that the State is looking at having the Mites do cross-ice games.  The reason is to shrink the playing area which will hopefully create more puck handling opportunities for a greater number of kids.  As it exist now on the Mite level the dominate skaters takes the puck and goes one end to the other.  By shrinking the playing surface and making a smaller playing area the opportunity to go one end to the other will be eliminated and will create more stick handling and puck control for a greater number of kids.

Mike also went on to say that the All-Star nominations will be coming up and also that the goalies will this year have a one day tryout and elimination before the tryouts for the other candidates.  This is an attempt to get a better look at the goalies without the confusion of having the other skaters in the way. 

Shelley Becker stated that the Skate-a-thon will take place on January 21.  The Bantams will not be able to attend as they have a tournament in Marlboro Mass that same weekend.

Peter Longchamp talked about the upcoming Skip Brush Tournament.  He is in the process of completing the list of teams.  Also Peter mentioned that he had send out the Tournament rules and had not heard back about any changes and requested that all board members take a look at it to ensure the rules for clarity.
Cindy Myhre stated that the LTS second registration went well and so far we have 49 kids signed up for LTS which is up from previous year’s registrations.
