MAHA MONTHLY MEETING
February 6, 2007
Attending:  Cindy Myhre, Peter Longchamp, Mike Giorgio, Shelly Becker, Heather Ryan, Deb Devaney, John Thompson, Jim Kanaly, Tim Shea, Molly Leach and Bob Wells.

Minutes for the January meeting were approved with no changes.  Vote was unanimous.

Minutes for the January 30th Special meeting were approved with no changes.  Vote was unanimous

Directors Report:

John Thompson stated that he had received complaints about one of the coaches but the complaints had come from parents that did not have their kids on this particular coach’s team.  John said he had spoke with the coach and that if anything its a mater of refining this coaches approach and execution of skill development. 

John Thompson also stated that most of the All-Star nominations are in and that he will be e-mailing off the list to the State Representative.  Some discussion followed about the number of goalies a team and send.

John Thompson also stated that he will be stepping down as Head of Coaching.  He will not be leaving immediately and will make some effort to fill his position before he leaves. 

Jim Kanaly has heard from some of the parents that they would like to see the minutes of the minutes posted on the web site.  After some discussion it was decided to have the approved minutes sent to Bryan Carson (web master) and have him post the minutes.

Some discussion took place about the trophy case at the rink and if we could either look into having a larger case built or at least start putting in recently acquired trophies rather than keeping the old ones in the case.  Jim Kanaly was to speak to Judy Larson (keeper of the trophy case key). 
Heather Ryan commented that the 2nd Pizza Kit fundraising only brought in $277 of profit.  After some discussion it was decided to run the fundraising in the beginning of the season as we had made about $1,500 during that period.

Shelley Becker stated that the Skate-a-thon which took place on January 21 raised $2,300.  They also had a good turnout of older kids even though the Bantams were in a tournament in Marlboro Mass that same weekend.  Tyler Giorgio generated the most money for the Skate-a-thon as an individual and the House Mites was generated the most as a team. 
Cindy Myhre reported that she had fill out the last several years of tax returns which had not been done in the past.  Cindy also mentioned that she is trying to have Middlebury Area Hockey Association listed as a tax-exempt entity with 501(c)(3) status.  She will keep the board informed of the situation as it progresses.
Peter Longchamp talked about the upcoming Skip Brush Tournament.  He is in the process of completing the list of teams and he mentioned that he was having trouble filling the girls teams.  John Thompson said he would contact the girls coaches to see if they could assist in attracting teams for the girls to play. 
Mike Giorgio spoke about the expansion at the rink.  He is also on the fundraising committee along with 4 other members of FOH where they have a goal of $500,000.  Total project is about 1.5 million ($700,000 loan, 300,000 Ethel Rogers Fund, $500,000 fundraising).
John Thompson asked if MAHA pays for a tournament for the Midgets as they do not participate in the State Tournament?  This would be a payment up to the cost of which is incurred to attend the State Tournament as the board does with the Mites or other teams if they do not wish to participate in the State Tournament.  The board agreed to pay the Midgets up to $475 (costs to enter the State Tournament for the Midgets) to participate in a separate tournament.

John Thompson asked if MAHA would pay to allow the Midgets to play in a tournament that he is setting up at our rink?  The board after some discussion stated that as John is running the tournament he could set his rate for the Midgets with the Midget team being responsible for up to $700 if there is a huge loss.  If the tournament made more than $700 profit then they would not have to pay for participating in the tournament.  Various rates for home teams have been done in the past.

Cindy also handed out the MAHA by-laws to be reviewed for the next meeting.
