MAHA MONTHLY MEETING
June 5, 2007
Attending:  Cindy Myhre, Peter Longchamp, Shelly Becker, Heather Ryan, Mike Vincent, Mike Morgan, Molly Leach, Terry Phelps, Mark Gleason, Rob Wojcik, Lawrence Pine and Bob Wells.

Minutes for the February meeting were approved with one change.  Vote was unanimous.

Minutes for the May meeting were approved with one change.  Vote was unanimous.

Mike Vincent reported that the state is still looking at eliminating the state tournament for the Mites and also having all the Mites games be cross ice.  Some of the changes or reasons for this with cross ice would be (1) eliminating icing, (2) no off sides, (3) possibly 4 on 4 games and (4) to limit long distance travel for the Mites.  The state is also looking into having “Jamboree” like Mite tournaments throughout the state.  This would be hosted by various organizations.  This issue will be addressed again at the next state meeting.
Terry Phelps asked about having House League again for the Mites.

This lead to some discussion with the points being;

· House League needs to be cross ice for the Mites

· House League teams need to be of equal strength, trading players during the season will be necessary.

· Standings for the House League is encouraged, but some rules like travel mites only get one point per goal, stronger house league players 2 and true house mites receive 3 points per goal.  Again, coaches will need to monitor scoring and adjust as needed to keep teams equal.

· Pinnies may need to be purchased for the house league.
· Cross Ice games as in having the House League is good for player development by confining the playing area.

Mark Gleason asked about the numbers issue that came up last year pertaining to the travel Mites.  Mark felt that a number from 11 to 13 players would be adequate to support a Mite travel team while the handbook states 14-16 players to be selected.

Some points that followed this were:

· Should kids in their last year as a Mite be automatically selected for the travel team?
· How many players should be selected with considerations of player development, safe hockey and overall vitality of the Mite program?
Mike Morgan made a motion that we change the existing statement within our handbook to read “12 to 16 players to be selected and that mites with their last year of eligibility will not be guaranteed a slot on the Travel team.  The final number of players on the roster will be determined by the Mite coaches and the Director of Coaching.”
Seconded by Peter Longchamp.  Motion passed 7 in favor 1 opposed.

As the importance of having a healthy House League for next year some discussion followed of having one person run the House League.  John Hescocks name was thrown out as a possible coach for next year.  This person would also have a new position on the board that of “Coordinator of Mites”.  Peter Longchamp would be getting in touch with John Hescock to see if he would be interested in this position.

Cindy Myhre reported that the Girls coach for next year would be Rick Viens, Devin McLaughlin and Shelly Payne.

Cindy also reported that the ice rental for next year be $112 per hour which is up from $105 this last season.  Anticipated ice rental in the following years would be $130, $135 and $140 per hour.

Cindy also reported that Peter Funk would be coordinating the referees for next year.
New jerseys for next year were discussed and Shelly Becker will be getting in touch with Fourth-N-Goal, Kevin Smith and Mitchell’s about costs.  The younger kids would be getting the jerseys with the tiger coming thru the “M” and the older kids would be going with a more basic “Middlebury” on the front.  The jerseys would be of a medium quality, not the best but not the worst.
