We need to go through the equipment that we have and determine what we need before requesting any donations. Tony said that he was going to do that as soon as little league was done.

We are losing our storage building. Discussion about using the locker room (3) at the far end of the rink came up. We need to see if this is a possibility. Tony said that Connor Homes just built a shed and donated it to Middlebury Little League.  This may also be an option we can look into.  

Girls Program Survey Draft- Board decided to mail it out as is with a self addressed pre-stamped return envelope. 

Dan McIntosh is interested in getting the girls instructional program going but requested that it should be for ages 7-10 and truly beginner 11 & 12 years olds.  Schedule would be 2 days a week with two 6 week sessions.  Players could sign up for both sessions if they wanted to. 

High School Hockey Program- All out of district players were invited to a meeting.  Four players came along with the captains of the high school team and Shawn Farrell.  Meeting went well. There are 5 slots that can be filled with the member to member agreement and a total of 7 out of district players that would be eligible.  The consensus among the 4 attendees and their families was that if all 7 were not allowed to play then none of the 4 would pursue playing for the high school team.  

Another option would be to create a cooperative team of 2 or more high schools to create one team.  This would eliminate the 5 player limit imposed by the member to member agreement.  

There is a change in coaching staff for the boy’s high school team.  No details yet. 

General Discussion – 

We need to determine ice hours per team this year ahead of budget finalization. Within a season, with game and practice additions, cancellations etc…, the actual ice time per team by the end of the season is unknown.   This season we need to keep track of ice hours per team throughout season to see how many hours of ice time are actually used per team.  

We need to have an authorized person(s) who is the only one allowed to sign for purchases at Forth N Goal. This will prevent unauthorized purchases from occurring.  Heather Ryan and Tony Niemo were the only ones given the authorization to sign for purchases. 

The status on Molly Leach’s letter to MAHA families about the changes to the upcoming 2008-2009 season is unknown at this point.

Don Devaney wants to come up with 2 questions to determine interest in a local preseason hockey clinic for the 2009-2010 season. This questionnaire would be given out during signup for the 2008-2009 season.  

We need a new Learn to Skate coach. Steve has said he won’t be doing it this coming season.
