Meeting Minutes for the June 10th meeting: Motion to approve by Mike Morgan, Seconded by Peter Longchamp and approved unanimously as written.

General Membership: None 

Directors Reports:  

Peter Longchamp, Mike Vincent, Mike Morgan, Molly Leach, Shelly Becker, Don Devaney, and George Tucker nothing to report.

Tony Niemo: Tony is working on organizing equipment. He thinks we will be fine with what we have. We have 40 new blue pucks and no new black pucks.  We need a case if blue pucks and 2 cases of black pucks for the upcoming season and need 3 cases of pucks to hand out at next years Memorial Day Parade.  Someone mentioned looking into summer “street pucks” for the parade. We need to get rid of old jerseys.  Ideas: Sell them, trash, or make a quilt we can hang in the rink.

Cindy Myhre: Panther Cross Ice Warm-up for the fall season has two coaches; Dan McIntosh and Mike Morgan.  It would be a 2 week preseason (6 – 1.25 hour sessions). Referee Coordinator: Peter Funk can’t do it. We need a new person. Maybe a parent would step up? High School Program: New head coach is Derek Bartlett.  In August a proposal will be brought to the VPA which looks to allow 7 out of district players to play for the high school team.  The proposal is going to the Otter Valley School Board next week. 

Budget: Nothing to vote on at this point. 

Fees: Looks like a cost of $525 to play (12% increase from last year).  We discussed 3 installments (half due at signup).  We also talked about not increasing fees for the learn to skate program and only allowing 40 skaters at a learn to skate session.  This may require a Friday night and Sunday night session.  We would place players in a specific session.  If we allowed the parents to choose the session it might create some logistical issues.  We also do not want to increase the mite rates to keep from driving parents away from the program.

Girls Program:  We sent out 29 surveys and 9 were returned with mixed comments.  Communication was the unifying issue.  

Discussion of Survey Results:  

Players need to understand MAHA Rules “conduct”

Need to have female supervision in locker rooms at all times.

USA Hockey Registration: State Board is encouraging us to do it online.  Parents can complete it online and bring in the registration form showing they paid.  It will then be taken off of their bill. 

Letter to players and families regarding program changes: Molly is working on it and will send it out for review. 

Board agreed to send flowers to John Thompson regarding the passing of his brother.   Molly agreed to do it ($40-$50).

Preseason cross ice program.  $75 plus USA hockey registration.  Program will be the weeks of 10/11/08 to 10/23/08.   MAHA starts on 10/25/08.  Preseason would consist of 6 sessions 1.25 hours each.   

The following regarding the preseason program was motioned to approve by George Tucker, seconded by Don Devaney and approve unanimously.   Group A: ages 7, 8, 9 (no first year mites); Group B: ages 10, 11, 12; Group C:  ages 13, 14, 15; Group D: ages 16, 17, 18. All groups would be coed and no checking would  be allowed.
